Their robust construction, ability to work

well in destoned land, high planting speed, quick

and easy adjustments together with many other

unique features make these planters superior in

planting performance.
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Two-row planters are chosen for specific
features and requirements - for example,
whether or not the potatoes are to be
planted in destoned land, is the field level
or hilly?, are the seed potatoes in bags or
bulk?, what is the total area to be
planted?, and so on.

Whatever the answer to these questions
the UN300O 2-row planter can meet the
requirements and has to be the only real
choice for the professional grower.

High output

With a Underhaug 2-row planter it is
possible to plant between 0,5 and 0,75
ha/hr inclusive of filling, headland turns,
etc. Naturally, row distance, tuber spacing

and the length of the rows will influence
the total capacity.

The importance of

hopper size

Underhaug 2-row planters are offered with
a choice of 650 or 1000 kg seed hopper.
The size of the hopper is of particular
importance when considering planter
performance. For example, with a 2-row
machine, so much as 50% of planting time
can be lost by refilling a relatively small
350 kg hopper, whereas with a 1000 kg
hopper and an operating speed of 5-6
km/hr the effective planting time is
reduced by only 17%.

The Underhaug planters are designed for
maximum accuracy combined with integral
strength and simple adjustment.

Mounted
planters

For larger potato growers a 4-row
potato planter is an obvious choice
for high output. Two versions are
available, with either a fixed hopper
or an hydraulically operated hopper,
and both have a hopper capacity of
1250 kg. The hydraulically operated
hopper is the ideal solution for bulk
filling and a fixed hopper may be
preferable when filling is from bags
or boxes.

The planter is constructed so that the
wheels follow the tractor wheel
settings, therefore the planting depth
will be less affected by the level of
seed or the weight of the planter.

A 4-row mounted machine has an
effective output which is very nearly
twice that of a 2-row planter.
